This year we actually know the date of First Communion right away.  We are hoping to always have it the first Sunday of May.  This year that falls on May 6th.  You will have the choice of having it at St. Scholastica at the 8 am mass or at St. John’s at the 10 mass.  First Reconciliation and practice will be the day before as we have always done in the past. Please see that your child brings their folder to class each week.  They are rewarded a couple stickers to decorate their folder every week they remember. They should already know the Our Father, Hail Mary and how to make the sign of the cross correctly.  By First Communion, they are expected to also know:
