Dear Lectors serving St. John/St. Scholastica,

I want to start out by thanking you for being great lectors.  Some of you have done this for a real long time and others are fairly new, but know that all of you are valued.  Reading in public can be tough and I am glad you have been able to proclaim the Word so well.  Even if you haven’t done so it would be nice of you to check in before mass.  If you have any questions for me please feel free to call or email.  In turn if I see changes or have preferences I will try to contact you.

In hopes of being universal, starting November 27, 2011, we at these parish sites will try to reform the way we do the responsorial Psalm.  Music is preferred with the musician(s) singing the response first and the people singing back.  The verses can either be sung by the musicians or read by the lector alone.  The response is then sung by the choir/people after each verse.  If there is no music the lector says the response and the people repeat the response.  The verses are read by lector with the response by the people after each verse.  We have been asked to be like other churches and I am confident we can make the change.  In another hope to be universal, we will have the lectors read the Prayers of the Faithful during the mass.  A copy of the petitions will be on the shelf within the ambo.  If a lector would like an advance copy they may email for one starting Wednesday.  If you do not have email other arrangements may be made.

As a way to help us all to be more spiritually ready to proclaim God’s Word we have an evening workshop.  The night will be entitled “Sharing the Living Word” and it will be held Monday, November 14 from 7-8:30 pm in the St. Wenceslaus Church basement.  I encourage all of you to attend.  There will be presentations on spiritually, preparation and a session meant especially for St. John/St. Scholastica lectors.
